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The State Board of Tax Appeals, having considered all evidence and arguments presented. an

having taken the matter under advisement, finds and concludes as follows:

FINDINGS OF FACT

The Arizona Department of Revenue (the "Department") learned that Robert Lee, Jr.

("Appellant") filed a 1994 federal income tax retum, but did not file an Arizona return for that year.

Consequently, the Department issued an assessment of income tax, interest, and penalties for failure t,

file when due and negligence for tax year 1994. Appellant protested the assessment to the Department'

Hearing Officer, who upheld the assessment. Appellant then protested to the Director, who affirmed th

Hearing Officer's decision. Appellant now timely appeals to this Board.

DISCUSSION

The issue before the Board is whether Appellant is liable for the tax, interest and penaltie

assessed. Appellant bears the burden of proof as to all issues of fact. AA C. R16-3-118.

The Arizona Constitution authorizes the legislature to levy and collect taxes. Ariz. Const. art. IX"

§ 12. Accordingly, the legislature has enacted Titles 42 and 43 of the Arizona Revised Statute

("AR.S."). The Department, its Director and employees have the authority to administer and enfom

Title 42 and 43 and have all the powers and duties prescribed by law for such purposes. AR.S. § 42

104.

AR.S. § 43-1011 provides that "[t]here shall be levied, collected and paid for each taxable yea
